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Travel vaccination policy

For those travelling outside of the UK, vaccinations against diseases found in other parts of the world, that are not covered by childhood vaccinations, may be required.
For travel abroad the patient should collect a travel vaccination form from reception or fill in the online form no later than 6 weeks before departure date. 

The vaccines that are provided free at the surgery as part of the NHS vaccine schedule for travel are:

· Tetanus/Diphtheria/Polio (DTap)

· Typhoid

· Hepatitis A, 2 doses at 6 months apart
· Dengue

The patient will be required to attend a private travel clinic if the vaccine recommended is outside of the NHS vaccine schedule.  
On receipt of the completed travel form the Practice Nurse will check the vaccines currently recommended for travel destination using travelhealthpro.org.uk as guidance. The patient’s vaccination record will then be checked on the clinical system to see if the vaccines have been given on a previous date, and if any further vaccines are required. 

The nurse will also look at other vaccines recommended that can be given in a private health clinic, such as TB, Rabies, and Yellow Fever.

Patients cannot directly book into the Practice Nurse clinics for travel vaccinations, instead, the appointments will be arranged by the nursing team directly with the patient after the travel form as been reviewed. 

If any travel vaccination appointments need rearranging the patient care team will need to check with the nursing team prior to rearranging.

Important please read:
If the travel form is received less than 6 weeks before the date of travel, then the practice will not be able to accommodate the vaccinations and will not accept the travel form. The patient will then need to contact a private travel clinic for the travel vaccinations and advice.

If you are travelling abroad and require travel vaccines you will need to complete the travel assessment form and hand it in to the practice at least 6 weeks prior to travel. The practice will not be able to offer you vaccines if this is not followed.
The vaccines that are provided for free at the surgery are:
Tetanus/Diphtheria/Polio (DTap), Typhoid and Hepatitis A.
